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Course Description
This course investigates the consequences of the legal forms of business organization and the acquisition, protection, the law of agency, transfer, and loss of rights in personal and real property. Lecture, discussion, and case study help to develop awareness of the scope and requirements of legislation and common law. 
Prerequisite: AC131 Business Law 1
Student Learning Outcomes:
1. Students will demonstrate understanding of the debtor-creditor relationship in business.  Topics of personal property and creditor rights are to be discussed.
2. Students will be able to define bailment. Students will be able to understand why bailment is important to business and how statutory law controls the sale of personal property.
3. Students will be able to identify the major types of business organizations.  The formation of business organizations including rights and liabilities will be identified. The dissolution of the business organizations will also be discussed.
4. Students will be able to identify the major United States regulation effecting business.  The regulations impact on business will be discussed. Topics including labor/management relations will be included.
5. Students will identify and differentiate between what real and personal property.  The use of insurance will be discussed with the protection of property.  
6. Students should be able to identify the difference between international and national law. Business interests will be defined with the use of international exporting.
