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C-3, Cr-3
Course Description
This course covers the practice of developing and designing effective Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drug (ATOD) prevention education programs.  Topics include the performance domains of planning and evaluation, education and skill development, community organization, public organization and policy, and professional growth and development.  This course fulfills requirements of the NYS Office of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services for credentialing of alcohol and substance abuse prevention professionals and prevention specialists.  

Prerequisite: A grade of C or better in AS206 – Prevention Principles for Alcohol, Tobacco, & other Drugs.
Student Learning Outcomes
The student will be able to:

· Apply prevention theory and practice to develop programs to meet identified community needs, through a needs assessment process.

· Connect prevention theory and practice using current research and program models to design and implement effective alcohol and other drug prevention programs in a manner that is designed to reduce the use, misuse abuse, and dependence for a specific population.

· Demonstrate cultural appropriateness in implementing a prevention education program.

· Demonstrate collaboration techniques and effectively use those techniques with community members to achieve community goals to reduce the harmful effects of AOD abuse.

· Analyze appropriate policy-planning strategies to influence policy development, including the effective use of media.

· Apply the ethical standards of the profession and be able to give examples of ethical behavior in AOD prevention.

· Identify the OASAS requirements for the profession.

· Describe prevention counseling services, screening, admission, service plan, recordkeeping, and referral.

· Define OASAS specified activities: public education, information and referral, community organization, advocacy for public policy, prevention counseling, and workplace assistance.

· Apply ethical standards to case studies. 

· Compare and contrast treatment with special populations and culturally diverse persons.
