CI 256    Introduction to Programming for the Internet

Course Description:
Prerequisite:  CI130 Programming in C++, or IS180 Internet for Business, or Department Head permission
This course introduces the tools needed to create and manage a web site.  Topics include history of the Internet and the World Wide Web (WWW), how to access the WWW, goals needed to create a successful web site, page layout programs, and an introduction to Hypertext Markup Language (HTML).  It discusses Common Gateway Interface (CGI) scripts and legal issues of copyright on the web.
