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Course Description:
	This course addresses the history and philosophy of punishment systems and the background of corrections in America. It covers the impact of changing public opinion and criminal justice policies on corrections. The correctional system is examined from the perspective of the inmate, the correctional officer, and the correctional administration. 


Prerequisites: CJ 101 Introduction to Criminal Justice and CJ 106 Ethics in Criminal Justice.
Student Learning Outcomes:
The student will be able to:
1. Discuss the philosophies of punishment that underlie correctional practices.

2. Identify and discuss the nature and contradictions of a total institution.

3. Describe the demographic characteristics of the inmate population.

4. Discuss the changing pattern of sentencing in the United States in the last 30 years and its impact on the correctional system.

5. Identify and describe the historical development of the prison and the continuing influence of historical decisions upon contemporary correctional philosophy and practices.

6. Identify and discuss the “prisonization” process: the movement of an individual from sentencing, to jail, to classification, and incarceration.

7. Identify and describe the “functional” and “importation model” of inmate culture.

8. Demonstrate the interrelationship between inmate culture and the administration of prisons.

9. Discuss the different types of correctional administration.

10. Identify and discuss the typical role and day of a correctional officer.

11. Identify and discuss significant and recent court decisions that impact upon inmates, correctional officers, and prison administration.

12. Discuss future trends within corrections.
