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Course Outline

Course Title:  EI250 Practical and Ethical Applications of Interpreting

C-3, Cr-3
Course Description:
This course covers the underlying principles of the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf (RID) Code of Ethics and application of the Code of Ethics to the various situations and settings

 in which sign language interpreters work.  It explores how professional interpreters apply these
principles in their daily work and how deaf consumers perceive the ethical role and function of interpreters.  In addition to ethical considerations, etiquette and protocol for each setting are discussed. Settings include K-12, post-secondary, religious, medical, mental health, deaf-blind, performing arts, business and industry, and vocational rehabilitation. 
Student Learning Objectives:

By the end of the course students will:
1. Analyze a case using analytical thinking and problem solving to resolve educational interpreting ethical dilemmas from a bicultural perspective.

2. Analyze the primary tenets of the NIC Professional Code of Conduct applicable to the educational interpreting setting.
3. Apply the NIC Professional Code of Conduct to a wide variety of situations and settings.
4. Describe situational variables that affect interpreting demands.
5. Compare and contrast ethical interpreting behaviors and choices when working with diverse populations.
6. Compare and contrast current best practice with historical practice.
7. Analyze a case and develop a protocol for appropriate behaviors utilizing the NIC Professional Code of Conduct.

8. Analyze a case, producing a list of consequences for all possible choices/actions for all involved members.

9. Analyze a case and based on a thorough examination, select the most viable option and support the choice with evidence.
10. Based on the NIC Professional Code of Conduct, create a personal code of conduct.
11. Compare and contrast ethical behaviors in multiple settings including medical, mental, health, legal, etc.

12. Analyze ethical dilemmas from the perspectives of Deaf consumers.
