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EN198   Contemporary Poetry   




C-3, Cr-3
Course Description
This course focuses on poetry written in recent years, with emphasis on living poets.   Topics include the basic elements of prosody, prominent poetic forms, and current trends such as language poetry and rap, slam, and other performance-based modes.

· Demonstrate knowledge of the forms, style and diction of contemporary poetry.
· Perceive relationships between the subject matter of contemporary poetry and today’s social issues.
· Produce written analyses of the above topics.
· Exhibit familiarity with the work of several major contemporary poets.
· Evaluate the function of persona, tone, diction, structural devices, and figurative language in contemporary poetry.
· Compare and contrast the various schools of contemporary poetry and understand their roots in earlier centuries (e.g.  The Metaphysicals, The Romantics, the “confessional” poets, et al.).
· Demonstrate knowledge of the conventions and methods of at least one of the humanities;* and

· Recognize and analyze nuance and complexity of meaning through critical reflections on text, visual images, or artifacts.*
