Course Description

This course introduces the clinical skills needed to assist the health care provider in a medical setting.  Topics include aseptic techniques and infection control, obtaining patient history and vital signs, sterilization procedures, recognition and use of surgical instruments, collecting and processing lab specimens, performing diagnostic tests, preparing and administering medications and immunizations, patient teaching, and coordinating patient care with other health care providers.

2. discuss OSHA requirements relevant to the medical office.

3. explain the purpose of the Hazard Communication Standard.

4. discuss three levels of disinfection.

7. describe three components of a complete physical examination.

8. explain the purpose of positioning and draping.

9. state examples of moist and dry applications of heat and cold.

10. compare and contrast various ambulatory aides.

11. describe various minor surgical operations performed in the medical office.

12. discuss the role of the medical assistant in medication administration and specimen collection.
