Course Description:

The course is concerned with the beginning of civilizations and their unique development. It traces the rise of different, somewhat isolated civilizations and their cultural, political, economic, religious, and international attributes.  World cultures and their development will be studied up to 1453.  
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon the successful completion of the course, the student will be able to:
· Recognize the different philosophical approaches to the interpretation of history.

· Identify the key civilizations of the ancient, classical, and medieval worlds.

· Recognize the unique differences between world civilizations, and the areas of the world that were impacted by each.

· Compare and contrast the philosophies and religions that molded the belief systems of different civilizations.

· Identify the distinct ages, critical events, and key figures of the different world civilizations.

· Compare and contrast the major technological developments of the pre-modern world.

· Recognize the distinction between primary and secondary sources and understand how each are used to make historical claims.
· Demonstrate knowledge of a broad outline of world history and/or the development of the distinctive features of at least one civilization or culture in relation to other regions of the world;* and

· Demonstrate an understanding of the structures, systems, and interrelationships among civilizations and cultures within historical and/or contemporary contexts, and their impact on wellbeing and sustainability.*
