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HI 102     History of Civilization II     






C-3, Cr-3

Course Description:

The course is concerned with the rise of world civilizations and their influence on one another in the modern world, after 1453 C.E. It traces the rise of the West to a position of world prominence and the impact of Western Civilization on non-western societies. The course then explores the urbanization, modernization, and capitalism in the present world. This course employs the Socratic method in its approach to debate.

· Recognize the different philosophical approaches to the interpretation of history. 

· Identify the key ideological paradigms of the modern world.

· Compare and contrast the essential similarities and differences between the world’s major cultures.

· Explain the impact of technological and societal innovations on human development.

· Differentiate between the various philosophies and religions that influenced the belief systems of different cultures.

· Identify the different ages, critical events, and key figures of modern world history. 

· Recognize the distinction between primary and secondary sources and understand how each are used to make historical claims

· Demonstrate knowledge of a broad outline of world history and/or the development of the distinctive features of at least one civilization or culture in relation to other regions of the world; and

· Demonstrate an understanding of the structures, systems, and interrelationships among civilizations and cultures within historical and/or contemporary contexts, and their impact on wellbeing and sustainability.
