Course Description:

This course provides an historical survey of modern art from the late nineteenth century through the 1960s.  It examines the major stylistic trends in painting, sculpture, and architecture, along with their influences.  

Prerequisite:  EN101 English I: Composition or EN105 English Composition for Speakers of Other Languages or EN106 English 1: Composition and Reading.

Co-requisite: HU204: History of Art 1 or HU205 History of Art 2

· Recognize and identify the major artworks of each period

· Demonstrate a knowledge of the major artists and their works

· Identify the styles and characteristics of each period

· Relate the works of art to their cultural background

· Demonstrate the writing and verbal skills to clearly express their ideas about modern art

· Summarize the major cultural styles and their context

· Discriminate among the various styles of modern art
