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Course Outline

HU 228   World Architecture   




C-3, Cr-3
Course Description:
This course introduces the history of World Architecture through an analysis of the built environment in terms of function, structure, form, cultural and historical context.  Topics include key architectural structures and styles that comprise the global community. Critical skills are used to compare and analyze architecture through reading and viewing images, writing, and discussion.
Prerequisite:  EN 101  English 1: Composition or EN 105  English Composition for Speakers of Other Languages or EN 106  English 1: Composition and Reading
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon the successful completion  of this course, the student will be able to:

· Examine the purposes of architecture through the evolution of civilization.

· Acquire and demonstrate knowledge of the complex vocabulary used to describe and discuss architecture.

· Recognize and identify key buildings/structures of each period.
· Identify the style characteristics of each period and through written formats compare/contrast works of one period to another.
· Examine, analyze, and relate the influence of culture, history, and architectural forms between one historical style and period to that of another.
· Demonstrate an understanding of how architects’ ethnicity and cultural traditions contribute to the design of structured space.
· Demonstrate an understanding and awareness of the role of the architectural environment in everyday life.

· Demonstrate knowledge of a broad outline of world history and/or the development of the distinctive features of at least one civilization or culture in relation to other regions of the world;* and

· Demonstrate an understanding of the structures, systems, and interrelationships among civilizations and cultures within historical and/or contemporary contexts, and their impact on wellbeing and sustainability.*
