Course Description: 

This course includes experimental work with techniques and media most commonly used in preparing illustrations for reproduction.  Finished artwork is rendered and prepared in black and white, and in color.
Student Learning Outcomes: 
Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:


· Work with a wide variety of media, rendering techniques and studio skills.
· Demonstrate the use of wet and dry media in the preparation of finished illustrations.  
· Create drawings that explain the necessity of good craftsmanship and have a related awareness of both time and money limitations upon work they produce.
· Develop research skills needed to carry out the project.
· Identify the relationship between original artwork and its presentation to both the buyers and the products of the finished work.
· Demonstrate an understanding of the time management skills necessary to successfully bring a finished piece to completion.
