IL106  Sequential Art 1: Figure Illustration                                                 P-6, Cr-3                                      
Prerequisite: FA103
Course Description:
This course introduces the narrative use of the human figure in illustration. Conceptual and visual communication skills are challenged in producing a series of two-dimensional illustrations in black-and-white and color media. Emphasis is placed on the correct use of reference material, drapery and costuming of the figure, settings, and staging of the complete visual image. 

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:

· Demonstrate advanced colored pencil illustration techniques following handouts, lecture and/or demonstrations by the instructor.

· Demonstrate the ability to develop complete illustrations utilizing photographic reference material (of models and themselves) taken by the student, following lecture and/or demonstrations by the instructor.

· Demonstrate the ability to create complete illustrations with advanced use of background settings and staging based on student research and reference material, following lecture and/or demonstrations by the instructor.

· Demonstrate the ability to accurately depict accurate historical costuming and drapery of the illustrated figure following lecture and/or demonstrations by the instructor.

· Demonstrate the ability to research and/or photograph (“stage”) personal reference material appropriate to a given assignment.

· Create 3-4 finished illustrations to their “body of work” to be further evaluated as part of their portfolio presentation in GC204 Professional Practices for Illustrators.

· Advanced colored pencil/mixed media illustration techniques
· Correct use of reference material 
· Drapery and costuming of the figure 
· Settings
· Staging of the complete visual image.
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
