IS220 Visual Basic with Business Applications

Prerequisite: IS200 Spreadsheet Concepts & Applications AND IS210 Database Design & Management
COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course introduces non-programming majors to event-driven programming which will enable them to better appreciate Windows applications that are used in the business world.  The students will use controls, properties and code to develop applications to solve business problems.  Topics will include the use of decision making statements, loops, multiple forms, and creating graphical displays.  
Student Learning Outcomes: 
Upon completion of this course, the student should be able to:

1. Demonstrate the use of controls such as text box, button control, radio button, check box, 
group box, picture box, and scrollbars;
2. Apply the appropriate properties for each of the controls; 
3. Apply code for the desired events;
4. Use decision making incorporating the “If”, the nested “If”, and Select Case statements; 
5. Use loops incorporating “Do while”, “Do until”, and “For Next” statements; and
6. Formulate graphical displays of data.
