C-1 P-4 Cr-3

This course introduces use of MicroStation software. Topics include basic theory and operational concepts; main palette use; projecting elements; entity construction and editing; entity manipulations; and text and dimensioning parameters. 
Co requisites: CT101 Drafting, or permission of the Dean for Mathematics, Engineering, Physical Sciences, and Applied Technology
II. MATERIALS

Note pad, pencil, and calculator. Notes will be taken and handouts will be provided from time to time.
III. COURSE OBJECTIVES The student will demonstrate:
The ability to prepare completely annotated detail drawings of civil objects.

The ability to create 2-D files and drawings using Microstation.

The ability to distinguish between the use of different materials for various manufacturing processes.

The ability to use proper line weights and styles according to ASCE standards

The ability to dimension various civil parts with proper text labeling according to ASCE standards
The ability to use the measurement tools to gather engineering information.

The ability to import a Window’s Excel spreadsheet to be used as a table within Microstation.

Students will also be introduced 3-D world within Microstation as well as learn how to navigate within it.

Students will complete lessons through the Bentley Learn Server for certain sections of this course. Upon successful completion the student will receive a certificate of completion for each module. 

A transcript of the Bentley courses completed will be available for the student to have sent to prospective employers.
