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PS 205 International Politics     





C-3, P-0, Cr-3
Course Description:
This course covers the skills necessary to analyze contemporary international politics. It focuses upon international politics as a political system, examines the types of actors (individuals, groups, or institutions) who make decisions determining the course of international politics, and discusses how nations deal with one another in international interactions. 
Prerequisite: PS 101 American National Government or PS 202 Comparative Politics.

1. Explain the primary approaches and theories of international politics.
2. Identify the various levels of analysis (individual, state, international) in world 
politics.
3. Analyze the role geographic and environmental factors in shaping goals and 
perceptions of international actors.
4. Describe the fundamental premises of nationalism and the current nation state 
centered international order.
5. Evaluate the primary assumption of human rights in international law.
6. Discuss the basic workings and fundamental problems of the international 
political economy.
