PT 101 Traditional Black and White Photography

Course Description:
This course provides an understanding of principles as applied to all phases of traditional wet-process darkroom photography. Primary instruction will be in the utilization of a manual 35mm film camera. It covers instruction in photo optics, camera equipment, film and paper emulsion, photographic chemicals, filters and lens attachments, lighting, composition, and exposure control.
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:
· Properly operate the camera including:
· load and rewind film properly
· set the shutter and aperture to produce negatives of normal density/exposure
· adjust the focus ring to achieve sharp focus
· Produce properly developed negatives.
· Produce photographic prints using standards of exposure and contrast.
· Produce works incorporating aspects of a number of established composition theories.
