Course Description: 
This course provides advanced technical skills in photography. Topics include advertising, portrait, and industrial photography. It includes the use of 35mm, 2 1/4, and view cameras. Laboratory procedures such as densitometry, studio lighting, sheet and roll film processing and enlarging are covered. 
Prerequisite: PT101 Photography 1
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:
· Properly operate the 35mm camera including:
· Load and rewind film 
· Select appropriate lens for desired effect
· Set the shutter and aperture to produce a properly exposed negative
· Adjust focus mechanism to achieve desired focus

· Properly develop and print negatives following the procedure as illustrated in class.

· Produce images with an expanded tonal range following outlined procedures of the Zone system.
· Produce photographic prints rendering maximum detail in the highlight and shadow areas of the image.

· Create images using development to control the images overall contrast

Major Topics of Study:
· Exposure control, light meters, grey cards, and tonal values
· The Zone system scales, Densitometry.

· How development controls contrast.

· Quality control in film development and in the darkroom
· Proper filtration for both B&W and color films

· Basic lighting techniques for location photography

· Compositional rules as applied to photography

· Portfolio presentation
