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PT105  Publishing Techniques for Photography



C-1, P-4, Cr-3

Course Description: 
This course covers the techniques used to reproduce photographs for print production. Reproduction for newspaper, magazine, and bookwork is discussed. Halftones, duotones, and posterizations are produced using the vertical and horizontal process cameras. Darkroom processing and offset prepress procedures are included.
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:

· Scale artwork for reproduction.

· Expose and process line and halftone negatives.

· Demonstrate the differences between different types of densitometers and use a   reflection densitometer. 

· Prepare contact prints onto various positive and negative materials.

· Produce reproducible special effects.

· Use basic negative assembly techniques.

· Produce printing negatives using the direct-to-negative raster image process. 

· Produce prepress proofs (blueprint, color key, and chromachek)

· Produce text digitally.
· Understand the terminology and processes used by professionals who reproduce print materials.

Major Topics:
· Learn skills in using materials, processes, and machines commonly used in the printing industry.

· Develop confidence and proficiency in the processes and operations used in the graphic arts industry, including process camera operation and develop a knowledge and of operations in the print reproduction of photographs.

· Master a working proficiency of terminology and general information needed to communicate with professionals employed in the printing industry.

· Develop organizational skills, reliability, and responsibility.
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
