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Course Description:    
This course introduces the fundamental aspects of creativity, design, and the exploration of art forms as applied to the creation and enhancement of photographic applications. It covers the sources of creativity, design principles, and the understanding and practice of art movements.

Student Learning Outcomes:

Upon the successful completion of the course the student will be able to:

· Identify and utilize the process of creating and generating ideas. 
· Demonstrate through example the effectiveness of the understanding of the Cone of Learning

· Create a 180 degree photograph through the study of cubism technique

· Create a color photogram understanding color “opposites” as they are created into this particular piece.

· Create a pinhole camera—a “lensless” camera capable of producing sharp images comparable to early photographic cameras

· Demonstrate the application of various philosophical premises and their integration into photographic imagery.
