Course Description:
This course introduces techniques used to create, edit, and manipulate photographs through digital processes.  Topics include image capture and input methods, workflow, editing in the digital darkroom, and output techniques for black and white as well as color images.  Students operate a DSLR camera, and are introduced to Adobe Lightroom and Adobe Photoshop, Photographic composition and aesthetics, and their use as a form of visual communication, are emphasized.

Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:

· Properly operate a digital camera including:


Setting the shutter and aperture to capture images of normal density/exposure


Setting appropriate resolution


Focus



Choosing a white balance setting appropriate to lighting conditions

· Demonstrate the ability to approach image workflow in an organized and knowledgeable manner
· Use editing software to adjust and manipulate tonal range, color balance, and composite imagery to maximize the quality and impact of imagery
· Demonstrate knowledge of multiple forms of image output
· Complete assignments through editing techniques taught and output images using one or more of the methods included in course instruction.
· Produce works incorporating aspects of established composition theories
· Produce a final portfolio of work.
