Course Description: This course explores physical, social, emotional, moral, and cognitive development during adolescence. It examines theories and research about adolescent development. Topics include the changing role of relationships with peers and parents, gender and identity development, problem behaviors, and appropriate interventions to reduce risky behavior and promote successful development. The influence of the social and cultural context on development is considered. Fifteen hours of observation of adolescents in a 7th - 12th grade school setting must be completed.
Prerequisite: PY101 Introduction to General Psychology and CO231 Philosophy, Principles, and Organization of Athletics in Education or, ED150 Social & Philosophical Foundations of Education.
Student Learning Objectives
 The student will be able to:

1. Use developmental theories to analyze historical and current issues, as well as trends in adolescent psychology.
2. Differentiate the stages and important milestones in typical development from birth through twelve years old that have an impact on adolescent developmental issues.
3.  Describe characteristics of the transition of young adulthood. 
4. Analyze adolescent behavior using the contributions of major developmental theorists such as Piaget, Freud, Erikson, Kohlberg
5. Describe the effects and influence of culture, parenting styles and family structure on adolescent development using theory and critical thinking. 
6. Determine important developmental milestones in typical adolescent development for the cognitive, social, emotional, language, moral, gender and physical domains determined from examples from everyday behavior.
7. Compare and contrast child development observational data with normative adolescent developmental theory.
8. Using theory and critical thinking to analyze the components associated with peer relations during adolescence. 
9. Be able to analyze the components associated with adolescent sexuality and contextual influences of adolescent sexual behaviors. 
10. Examine the influence of media, community, and schools on adolescent development. 
11.  Apply major developmental theories to the analysis of psychopathologies associated with adolescence.
