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Course Description


This course examines the social dimensions of sport in a modern industrialized society.  Topics include sexism and racism in sport, sport and the mass media; deviance in sport, sport and social mobility; and relationship of sport with religious, political, and economic structures.

2. Students will be able to recognize how sexism can impact the scope of sport in the world.
3. Students will distinguish how racism can impact the scope of sport in the world.
4. Students will be able to comprehend how mass media can have a major impact on how society views sport. 
5. Students will recognize how politics make a major impact on sport culture.
6. Students will evaluate how the economy can play a major role in how sport affects us as a society.
7. Students will be able to discuss and demonstrate how sport reflects American Culture.
8. Students will demonstrate an understanding of how diversity can impact current events in sport.
