This course provides the student with basic knowledge of surgical instrumentation. Topics include instrument function, grades, proper handling, and usage.  Identification of surgical instruments by services including General, Laparoscopic, Robotic, Obstetrics and Gynecologic (OB/GYN), Ophthalmic, Otorhinolaryngology (ENT), Plastics and reconstructive, Orthopedics, Neurosurgical, Cardiovascular, and Thoracic surgery.  Topics will also include suture material and needles by type and function.
