The student will be partnered with an experienced Scrub/Surgical Technician at all times but will be expected to gradually as experience grows through the semester take an increasingly more active role in during surgical procedures. Primary surgical specialties will be the focus of the first clinical semester i.e. General Surgery, OB/GYN, Orthopedic, Otorhinolaryngologic and Genitourinay surgical specialties. Surgical interventions will be explored at a level that will include: special patient care considerations, room set ups, anesthesia, positioning, skin prep, draping, incision and approach, supplies, equipment instrumentation, procedural steps, counts, dressing materials, specimen care and postoperative destination and care.
